From the 
on-set of his demo, Lyle talked lathe safety.  He supported his claims with why 
statements, but left the decision up to the individual turner.  Starting to turn a bowl 
between centers was advocated by Lyle, which I must admit was foreign to me.  
Since Lyle s demo, I have been starting my bowls between centers, especially on 
natural rim bowls and where ever I want to capture wood figure in the bowl.  At the 
end of the session, it seemed that my mind was crammed with new approaches to 
turning.
